Bossy: often tells others what to do or gives orders

Cynical: believes the worst about others or believes people are generally
dishonest or selfish

Dishonest: behaves in an deceitful or insincere way

Impulsive: makes decisions without thinking or considering the
consequences

Indecisive: someone who cannot make a decision
Introverted: is quiet and shy.

Lazy: is unwilling to work or use energy

Know it all: pretends to be an expert on everything

Materialistic: someone who is focused or obsessed with material wealth
and possessions

Moody: someone who changes their mood very often in an unpredictable
way

Pessimistic: expext to see only the worst results

Picky (Fussy): someone who is never pleased or happy with their choices
Rude: someone that is not polite and is likely to offend or annoy people
Stubborn (Ostinate): is unwilling to change opinion or action
